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CRYSTAL PALACE is a classical music 
album written by contemporary French 
composer Laurent Lefrancois and is 

inspired by the glassed-in refuge that Victor 
Hugo installed at the top of  his house in 
Hauteville, St Peter Port, while in exile here.
Laurent’s evocative musical universe features 
performances from three soloists of  the French 
woodwind school – Paul Meyer, clarinet, Magali 
Mosnier, flute, and Pierre Genisson, clarinet – 
together with the Orchestre Victor Hugo and 
Jean-Francois Verdier.
The composer first visited Guernsey in 2017.
‘I was curious about this small island so close 
to my home region of  Normandy and also to 
improve my English. Unfortunately, when I got 
there, Victor Hugo’s house was closed for works. 
Then I saw a programme on the fully restored 
house, on its history, and that made me want to 
come back. I was about to take the pictures for 
my album, Crystal Palace, in Hugo’s house but 
Covid arrived right in this moment.’
For Laurent, one of  the most fascinating aspects 
of  Hauteville House is the glass ‘look-out’ in the 
roof.
‘I find Victor Hugo’s idea extraordinary, he 

really liked to invent and build his own furniture 
and he drew the plans for his look-out, which 
is called Crystal Palace in French. There is an 
outstanding picture by Hugo’s great-grandson, 
very early in the morning, we see a magnificent 
panorama, the French coast and we easily 
imagine Hugo in exile, alone, contemplating and 
working there. It’s very inspiring.’
For Crystal Palace, Laurent knew exactly who 
he was going to work with to bring his project 
alive.
‘At the beginning I already had my faithful 
soloists, Paul Meyer, Magali Mosnier and Pierre 
Genisson, all three beautiful representatives 
of  the French woodwind school. Together with 
my manager, Barbara Chambellant, we looked 
for an orchestra and the Victor Hugo Orchestra 
immediately sounded attractive to me, so we 
asked them and they approved the project.
‘The recording took place in Besancon, Victor 
Hugo’s birthplace, during the Covid period, 
thanks to the support of  French classical music 
radio, France Musique. I was there to supervise 
the recording.
‘The orchestra contributed a lot to the recording, 
obviously, thanks also to its conductor, maestro 

Jean-Francois Verdier, and to the engagement of  
the musicians.
‘While the clarinet concerto and Le Nouveau 
Balneaire – “the new seaside” in English – are 
written for a large orchestra, the concertino for 
small clarinet as well as Siguirya are composed 
for a string orchestra.’
Seeds are already being sown for Crystal Palace 
to be performed in Guernsey.
‘I would very much look forward to it,’ said 
Laurent. ‘Thanks to a friend who lives in 
Guernsey, I sent my album to the Victor Hugo in 
Guernsey Society, Susan Lloyd [Arts Foundation 
Guernsey], Russ Fossey [Guernsey Arts], Tim 
Wright [Guernsey Music Service] and so on, I 
hope this will make them want to invite us for a 
concert.
‘I still have nice memories of  my stay there. 
Arriving in Guernsey is beautiful, especially 
when you get there from France on the small 
plane with nine or 10 seats. 
‘I remember a walk along the coast from the 
Pointe de Jerbourg to St Peter Port, Herm 
Island, the beaches in the north-west and 
especially the warm welcome of  the family who 
hosted me.’

A tale of hope and 
wonder

OCAL theatre company Music 
Theatre Guernsey returns to 
the outdoor setting of  St Peter’s 
Church gardens next week for its 
latest production, Skellig. 
When a move to a new house 

coincides with the life-threatening illness 
of  his newborn baby sister, Michael’s world 
seems suddenly lonely and uncertain. 
Then, while exploring the derelict and 
unstable shed at the bottom of  the garden, 
he discovers something otherworldly – a 
strange, emaciated creature, seemingly 
in desperate need, living off  insects and 
riddled with pain.
With the encouragement of  his new 

neighbour and friend, Mina, Michael 
sets out to save the creature from its 
condemned hideaway but discovers that 
the hardest battle is to have their help 
accepted.
As they begin to break through, however, a 
magical potential emerges.
Adapted for the stage by David Almond, 
who wrote the original Whitbread-winning 
children’s novel of  1998, it was first staged 
by Trevor Nunn in 2003. It has also been 
made into an opera and a feature film.
The picturesque garden of  St Peter’s 
Church, with its slope towards the rectory, 
makes the perfect environment for outdoor 
theatre and was chosen as the venue for 

MTG’s first ever production – 
Shakespeare’s The Tempest – in 
August 2020.
Rector of  St Peter’s the Rev. 
Adrian Datta said he was 
delighted to welcome the 
company back.
‘It is a real privilege to be able to 
host Skellig in St Peter’s Church 
gardens. Working with Darren 
[Alderton, director and MTG 
founder] and the team is a real 
joy and being able to utilise the 
magic of  this place for outside 
theatre is quite wonderful.’
For the director, the production 
realises a long-held ambition.
‘I recall my first encounter with 
Skellig when I was nine years 
old,’ Darren said. 
‘It was the first book that I 
couldn’t put down. I remember 
taking it with me to a friend’s 
house and reading quietly while 
they played on the Nintendo. 
‘Bringing this story to the stage 
is something that I’ve wanted 
to do for a long time. It’s filled 
with hope and wonder and it’s 
guaranteed to take you away 
from the real world and into the 
mindset of  a child’s curiosity.’

Chris Reeves, who played the part of  Billy 
in MTG’s production of  One Flew Over The 
Cuckoo’s Nest, takes on the central role of  
Michael. Dave Hyett – most recently seen 
in Avenue Q and in the film version of  A La 
Perchoine – plays Skellig. The remainder 
of  the 11-strong cast act as storytellers, 
alongside playing their assigned roles, 
in the fashion established by Nunn and 
Almond during preparations for their 
original Young Vic production. This brings 
the audience directly into the drama and 
adds to the magical aesthetic of  the tale.
Simon De La Rue, who plays Michael’s dad, 
said the venue was part of  the appeal of  
being involved in the production.
‘I remember watching The Tempest and 
feeling envious of  these actors doing 
outdoor theatre in such a beautiful setting. 
I’m so chuffed that a couple of  years later, 
with a few MTG productions under my belt, 
I’ve now got a chance to do the same. 
‘There’s something magical about 
watching an outdoor performance. It makes 

everything seem more alive somehow and 
more immediate, as if  you’ve stumbled 
upon it by some happy chance.’
Skellig runs from Monday 18 July until 
Saturday 23 July with performances 
every evening at 7.30pm and an additional 
matinee show on the Saturday at 3.30pm. 
There will be an interval in each show and 
the overall duration is expected to be just 
under two hours. 
Audience members are welcome to bring 
a picnic to the evening shows, for which 
entry will be from 6.30pm. There will also 
be handmade, freshly cooked pizzas for 
sale, as well as a barbecue.
Tickets are £12 for most shows and are 
available from www.mtgsy.gg/book. 
Matinee tickets are just £8 and tickets for 
the first night are £10, though these were 
close to selling out as of  Sunday 10 July.
MTG considers the production to be 
suitable for all ages, though advises that 
there is some mild swearing and scenes of  
mild threat.
